The study grant will be awarded only when official acceptance to the MSc Asian Studies Programme is granted.  Male applicants must have completed National Service.  Successful candidates are required to contribute to the community.

WHO MAY APPLY

All applicants must be Singapore citizens or Singapore permanent residents. Applicants awaiting admission to the programme may still apply for the study grant.  However, proof of admission into the programme must be produced at the time of the scheduled interview or upon award of the study grant, if successful. 

Employees of ministries, statutory boards, government related agencies and academic institutions are eligible to apply.  However, they should seek permission from their employers before submitting this application.  If they are successful, they are to apply for leave of absence from their respective employers to pursue the studies.

GENERAL ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

Application forms must be fully completed. Your application will be considered ineligible, if:

a) the course of study does not belong to MSc Asian Studies Programme by the S. Rajaratnam School of International Studies (NTU);

All supporting materials must be submitted on plain A4 size paper, typewritten, single spaced and stapled in sequence and must bear your name. b) The candidate must pursue the Course described in the application form within the prescribed period for the Course and shall not change his Course, subjects of study, institution of study or programme of training or take any additional courses without the prior written approval of Muis.  In such event Muis shall have discretion to review all terms and conditions of the study grant.

c) At the end of the Course, candidates must submit to Muis transcripts of his/her results, a description (in the prescribed form) of the achievements and benefits gained from the year(s) of study in his/her institution within two months from the end of the course.

d) Candidates may be required by Muis at any appropriate time to deliver lectures, workshops and courses in his/her fields of training as part of his/her contribution to the development of the Muslim community in Singapore.
